 It’s 2am, your happily tucked into bed when suddenly you awake to your dog kicking 

you, and growling. What’s going on? Are you being robbed? Well if Fido is still 

hogging your share of the covers, odds are he is dreaming. 

No one knows the real reason we dream, however it does seem to be necessary for 

normal data processing and memory storage. Dogs think, and obviously have memory 

since they know where you keep the treats. And their memory banks need cleaning out 

and re-organized just like ours do. Dogs and people are not as different as many people 

believe. Like people, dogs have two main types of sleep, Rapid eye movement (REM) 

sleep, and SWS Slow wave sleep. As a dog falls asleep he first enters SWS. In SWS 

brainwaves are slow, wavy and plentiful, much like someone on anesthesia. In this 

stage, the dog appears calm and at rest. This is a transitional state with incomplete 

relaxation. The next stage is REM sleep, in contrast to SWS, brain waves are rapid and 

irregular, like those of someone who is awake. Dogs in REM sleep show evidence of 

heightened mental activity- fast brain wave pattern. They may move their legs as if they 

are running, may whine or whimper as if excited, and may breathe rapidly or even hold 

their breath for short periods. When REM sleep is achieved they are most relaxed and 

are most difficult to waken. It is during this more deep physical sleep that their eyes 

begin to dart and the brain waves pick up pace. Humans awakened from this state note 

that they have been dreaming. 

It is reported that adult dogs spend 10-15% of their sleeping time in REM sleep. 

Puppies spend a much greater proportion of this sleep time in REM sleep, almost 

certainly condensing huge amounts of new information. So if it’s 2am, and Fido is 

kicking you and growling but still hogging the covers, no worries, he’s just dreaming 

about the neighbor’s dog that taunts him at the fence, or the rabbit he saw in the 

backyard.
