Does spring rain put a strain on your best friend 

 

 

In 2003 Dr. Nancy Dreschel had the opportunity to conduct research on what might be done to help animals 

suffering from fear of thunderstorms. 15%-30% of dogs are affected by this fear, and reactions can range from 

trembling and whining to destroying furniture and breaking windows. 

 Experts are not clear whether the dogs fear is triggered by the sound of the storm, or stressed from a 

sudden change in the atmosphere. Any dog can experience fear of storms; however some studies indicate that 

some groups (herding, sporting, working, and hound) are more inclined to storm anxiety. Shelter dogs also have 

a higher incidence of storm phobia perhaps due to a lack of confidence. 

 In her study she observed that stressed dogs pant and drool. She collected saliva and measured how 

much of the stress hormone Cortisol was present. The level of Cortisol was greatly increased in the frightened 

dogs, and the levels stayed elevated for a long time after. What they also found is that dogs stressed by storms 

were unable to be consoled by their owners. HOWEVER, dogs in multiple dog households had much lower 

levels of Cortisol, and their stress didn’t last as long once the storms were over. They concluded dogs are better 

able to deal with stress in a pack environment.  

 Whatever your circumstance may be remember that fear is a powerful emotion. Never scold your dog, or 

try to restrain them when they are frightened. This will only serve to increase their terror. Be calm, reassuring 

and allow them to go to their place of security. Be careful not to indulge them, you may think you are being a 

comfort when in reality you are reinforcing their fearful behavior. If you do have to leave your best friend home 

alone on stormy days it might be best to discuss the problem with your vet.  He can offer some suggestions as 

well as prescribe medication if necessary. Remember always keep your dogs identification tags on him in case 

they do run off in a panic he, will be able to return home safely when the skies clear.
